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Background:

1. Different projects of IUC-JU (zoonotic and animal diseases, child health and nutrition, environmental health and ecology, epidemiology and modelling, soil fertility and research coordination) have a keen interest in introducing molecular biology techniques in their research.

2. In the VLIR-UOS own initiative project of Prof. Goddeeris and Dr. Claes, located in Debre Zeit, Ethiopia, a basic molecular biology laboratory has been set up for the study of Trypanosoma evansi. Thus expertise is already available.

3. There are several staff members of JU that have followed a Master  Course in Europe, some of them Flanders (Gemeda, Zeleke, Mekonnen, Rosina), so basic human capacity is also available at Jimma University.

4. At the end of the booking year, we typically have not used the whole budget, due to the fact that never all activities take place. If we do not spend the money, the money is lost, transfer to the next year is impossible. The last JSCM has given approval to use this money to invest it in a molecular biology lab. JU is even ready to also  invest its own capital in this undertaking.
